In fact, individuals purchasing ads are indentified at the end of the ad, instead of the candidate or candidate’s committee. 

Other websites offer means of running TV spots, but no other site offers customers similar money back policy. The money back offer is possible because of the recent emergence of political futures. Mr. Fletcher says “political futures trade just like commodity futures except that you are trading an event instead of a product”. Exchanges like the Iowa Electronic Markets and Intrade, an Irish exchange, have been around for over a decade, but the use of these futures to offset risk in political advertising is a unique offering of CentristMessenger.com. 

CentristMessenger.com allows users to create their own ads and even share in the sales from those spots on the site if they meet content and legal standards. While some independent ads are on the internet, registered voters tend to be older than the average internet savvy user. Radio and TV ads targeted to specific markets in swing states may be a better way to reach consistent voters. 

CentristMessenger.com is a for profit entity, but Fletcher confirms that while more than 15 people support the operations, no one is employed full time. Centristmessenger.com seeks to help to foster discussion about the issues during this election year by moving the debate toward centrist solutions with which most Americans agree.
